SECTION J BONDS

J.1l Bid Bond

Offerors are required to submit with their proposal a bid bond in the amount of $50,000.

J.2  Trade Subcontractor Bonds

The Form of Contract will require that all trade subcontractors provide a payment and
performance bond having a penal value equal to 100% of the cost of the trade subcontract. All
such bonds shall be written on a dual-obligee basis.

J.3  Contractor’s Payment and Performance Bond

In addition to the trade subcontractor bonds required by Section J.2, the Contractor will be
required to post a payment and performance bond having a penal value equal to the GMP.

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Introduction

This document articulates the requirements for a pre-kindergarten through 5™ grade school. It describes
the current and planned educational programs and services, the community characteristics that may affect
facilities planning, and the opportunities and challenges associated with the design and construction.

Vision

The vision for this project, as expressed by members of the School Improvement Team, is to provide Janney
School students and community with a constructed environment that is welcoming, engaging, and
supportive of the development of a community of learners. The space will provide adequate indoor and
outdoor space to ensure that children have room to learn, to play, and to grow while demonstrating the pillar
Janney values of respect and responsibility. The facility will be thoughtfully designed to encourage students
to be joyful, active learners who are confident and ethical citizens of the school community and who apply
this learning to the larger global community. The new facility will embrace the 21* century innovations,
demonstrate respect to the environment, and optimize the use of technology to promote understanding and
communication.

Scope and Justification

This project is the modernization and addition of Janney Elementary School. The addition will increase the
capacity to 525. Janney Elementary School has capacity for 365 students but currently serves
approximately 480 students. There are five relocatables classrooms on site to house the additional
students. In addition the school lacks many of the core and support spaces that are part of the DCPS
design standards. There is no kitchen, art room, music room, science lab or computer lab. Dining,
assemblies and physical education all take place in the *auditorium’.

With the addition, there are opportunities to maximize space in the existing building by reassigning several
uses to the addition. The architect will minimize significant reconstruction in the older building and utilize
the addition for major program elements such as the dining and media spaces. Square feet standards are
guidelines and the architect may allow 10-15% variance when working with the existing structure.

The Student Population

Janney ES serves a diverse student population that is approximately 68% Caucasian, 18% African
American, 5% Hispanic and 9% Asian. Seventy-Seven (77%) percent of the neighborhood student attend
their home school.
